PG&E discusses the requirements of GO 95 and GO 165 in multiple places of its WMP,
including the statement “To address the risk of a distribution pole failure, PG&E has an
extensive condition monitoring program for wood poles in accordance with requirements
of GO 165” (p. 483). Please provide all Standard Operating Procedure (SOP)
documents for 2020 and 2019, separately, that governed PG&E’s operationalization of
GO 95 and GO 165 for purposes of distribution overhead inspection and remediation
work.
