Questions and Answers








1) What products does this intermediate-term RFO seek?
In this RFO, PG&E is seeking to obtain resource adequacy products from resources that are located within the CAISO.   
2) Is PG&E seeking any energy products in this RFO?
No.   
3) Can I offer PG&E a product other than resource adequacy in this RFO?
Offers for products other than the resource adequacy products requested in the RFO will be rejected as non-conforming.  PG&E may consider such offers on a bilateral basis.

4) Is a bidder’s conference scheduled for the RFO that was issued on 7/27/2010?
PG&E will not have a bidder’s conference for this RFO.

5) What is the difference between this RFO and PG&E’s PV RFO?
At any given time, PG&E may have more that one active RFO.  PG&E issued the 2010 Intermediate-term RFO to obtain resource adequacy products.  PG&E’s Solar PV Program PPA RFO is planned to procure PV products.  See http://www.pge.com/rfo/ for information on current and past RFOs.  
6) PG&E is not seeking any 2011 local RA in this RFO.  Does this mean PG&E has no need for local RA in 2011?  Will PG&E have a separate RFO for 2011 Bay Area local RA?
The CPUC has not issued RA requirements for 2011 yet.  PG&E may issue an RFO for 2011 local RA after receiving its 2011 RA requirements.
