* PG&E seals all meters and enclosures for utility
meters, metering equipment, and service-entrance
equipment using PG&E’s seals.

Working space & door radius

* Ensure the doors can open without obstruction.

* Vehicle bollards should not cause obstruction.

Clear and level working space

* Provide adequate, level working space with an
improved surface in front of the meter panel
(minimum 36 in. for floor-standing and wall mount,
min. 48 for pad mounted). Greenbook 7.4

* Ensure the width is equal to the width of the service
termination and meter equipment (connected or
stacked) or 30 inches - whichever is greater.
