In October 1996, I was the manager for Telemetering and Meter Infrastructure, responsible for PG&E’s direct access and gas accord metering activities.  In 1999, I was the acting director of Customer Revenue Transactions Planning and Support, providing staff support for electric and gas revenue cycle services and directly responsible for revenue reporting.
